« Secure Installation

Mount the subwoofer securely. A loose subwoofer can become a serious hazard if it shifts or
disconnects while driving.

If possible, keep the subwoofer in its original packaging until installation to prevent accidental
damage.

* Avoid Dropping

Be cautious when handling the subwoofer. Dropping it can damage internal components.

+ Tool Safety

Always follow proper safety procedures and wear protective gear when using tools.

+  Power Off Devices

Turn off the head unit and all connected audio equipment before installation to prevent damage.
* Check Placement

Make sure the subwoofer does not obstruct or interfere with any mechanical or electrical components
in the vehicle.

+ Avoid Harsh Environments

Do not install the subwoofer in areas exposed to moisture, extreme temperatures, or dust.
Operating temperature range: +5°C (41°F) to +40°C (104°F)

If condensation occurs, allow the unit to dry completely before use.

Voice Coil Size (Inch) 4 The diameter of the voice coil, which affects heat handling and power capacity.

Larger coils often mean better performance at high volumes.
